AFTER TET: THREE VIET CONG ASSBSSMENTS

Background

Since their Lunar New Year attacks, many Viet Cong agencies and headquarters have
issued reports analyzing the offensive, assesging the successes and failures of the
movement and stating the sctions which must be taken to overcome the setbacks suffered,

Throe such reports, captured by U.5. Ninth Infentry Division units, wre presented
below as furtber Lackground on the Tet campalgn carried out in late Janvary and early
February, 1/

The first document, which wgs captured in Bien Hos Provinee during March, contains
& eritique of VC units in that area. Issued by the Provineial Standing Committes of
the People's Revolutionary Party (PRF), the assessment says that although certain initial
results were obtained, none of the assigned obijectives was finally achioved.

On the nilitary side, the committes noted lossen claimed to have been inflicted on
Governuent of Viet-Nam (GVN) forces mnd their allies, Based on "incomplete reports”, it
eredited the VC troops with destroying thres helicopters, four 105-=m howitzers, 2z
armored vehicles and one large ship, and with putting 375 @nemy troops out of action.

Politically, the cosmittes said, propaganda was successfully distributed, The
matarials included an appeal from the National Liberation Front Central Comuittee, an
order from headquarters of the South Viet-Nam Liberation Army, a letter from the Central
Office of South Viet-Nam (PRP beadquarters) and "victory news'.

However, in overall assessment, the committee found that political agitation and
proselyting were unsuccessful in inspiring a popular uprising, “The people's spirit for
uprising is still very weak vhen compared with the requirements and with the new cepabil-
ities and advantages,” it said, "It /the uprising attempt / was not well epordi nated
with the military offensive," - -

Commenting on another aspeet of the attacks, the critique eoncluded, "The mobilization
of manpewer and resources to build up and expand our forces brought about pood results at
some places but still lagged behind the fast developing situation.”

The second document presented 1 » circular which outlines the post-Tet mission of VC
units active in m Mekong delta province. Captured February 25, the circular was originally
issued by the PRP Standing Committee of VC Can Tho Province (GVN Phong Dinh Proviece) .
